Instructions:
1) Enter the text for your labels in the table above.  The cells correspond to the label positions on the label sheet.

2) You may experiment with different fonts and/or font sizes to accommodate your text as long as you do not cause the cell size to change.

3) Depending upon your printer, you may need to adjust your top and left side margins for the text to be positioned correctly on the label sheet.  Please perform a test before attempting to print multiple copies.  (See below for instructions on changing the margins in Word)

4) It is possible that Word will report that your margins are set outside your print area. Generally you may safely ignore this message and proceed with printing.

5) Please remove the Page Break and this Instructions/Notes section prior to printing to avoid printing an unwanted second page.

6) Please test your layout with blank paper before printing on the Cable Label sheet.

Notes:
1) If you cannot see a table on the first page, you need to change your table settings.  Go to the “Table” menu and make sure “Gridlines” is selected.

2) It is recommended that you use a laser printer for printing the labels.  As with all adhesive backed labels, please choose the straightest paper path that the printer provides.  Many printers provide an auxiliary infeed and/or outfeed to facilitate label printing and/or a specific setting for labels which draws the sheet through the printer more slowly.

3) Since the label sheet is not full size, you may need to experiment with the position of your infeed guides to provide for proper print alignment.  In addition, you should be aware that some printers (particularly those utilizing older technology) simply do not feed sheets smaller than full size.

4) Depending upon the heat generated in your printer, the label sheets may exhibit some curl as they sit in your outfeed tray.  This should not affect their useability.  Placing a weight on them while they are still warm will tend to minimize the curl.

5) If you choose to print to an inkjet printer, try printing one sheet first and check it for ink permanence.

6) Please read and follow any instructions and precautions that came with your printer regarding printing on adhesive backed labels.

Instructions for Changing Margins in Word:
On a PC running Windows:

1)  In the "File" menu choose "Page Setup"

2)  Click on the "Margins" tab

3)  Adjust Left and Top margins until the label sheet is properly aligned

On a Mac running OS-X:

1) In the "Format" menu choose "Document"

2)  Click on the "Margins" tab

3)  Adjust Left and Top margins until the label sheet is properly aligned
